CLIMATE AND CLOTHING 

Owing to the vicinity of the Atlantic Ocean and the Gulf Stream, Finland's climate is

temperate. Summer in Finland is warm, bright and exhilarating. The daytime

Temperature in June-August is usually between +15 and +25°C and in July the weather

is mostly sunny. However, rainy days may occur, so take warm clothing and an

umbrella along with you. The sun remains continuously above the horizon for several

weeks in the midsummer. Thus the famous "Midnight Sun" means that there will be

about twenty hours of daylight in Oulu at the time of the meeting.

ELECTRICAL APPLIANCES 

The electric current in Finland is 220V (230V), 50Hz. Plugs are two-pin continental

sizes. 

MONEY AND BANKING 

The Finnish currency unit is the mark, markka, divided into 100 pennies (FIM 5,95 = 1

EURO). You can exchange foreign currency and traveller's cheques in all banks in the

city centre. Banks are open from 10.00 to 16.30 on weekdays and closed on Saturdays

and Sundays. There are numerous automatic cash dispensers, Otto, in the city centre,

open around the clock. Credit cards such as American Express, Diner's Club, Eurocard,

Mastercard and Visa are widely accepted in hotels, restaurants, department stores and

even many taxis.  

POST OFFICES AND MAIL 

Post offices are open Monday-Friday from 9.00 to17.00. Stamped mail can be dropped

in yellow mail boxes for collection. Stamps are available at post offices, bookstores and

kiosks. 

SAUNA 

All over the world the sauna is known to be one of the best forms of relaxation.

Nowadays saunas are found in almost every country, but they are never quite the

same as in Finland, where there are about 1,6 million saunas - approximately one for

every three habitants. The sauna is part of the Finnish way of life, in fact, the word

itself is Finnish. Saunas are found everywhere; in private homes, as well as in hotels,

holiday villages and camping sites. Finns think of saunas not so much as a luxury, but

as a necessity, and after trying a few saunas you will probably agree.

TIME DIFFERENCE 

Time in Finland is 2 hours ahead of GMT. 

TIPPING 

Tips are customary only for hotel and restaurant doormen and porters. A service

charge is automatically included in most hotel and restaurant bills. Barbers, hairdressers

and taxi-drivers do not expect tips.

How to reach Oulu

There are frequent flight connections to Oulu from Helsinki (Finnair), direct flight takes aprrox 1 hour, flights via Kemi 2 hours. There are also few daily flights from Stockholm.(SAS) 

From Oulu airport the convenient ways to reach the city are taxi (70-100 FIM) and the airport bus.

Driving from Helsinki with a rental car should take 7-8 hours, the distance is approx. 670 km. 
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
