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RAN1 has reviewed a discussion document (R1-01-1120), similar to the one presented to RAN2 in New York (R2-012323), including a CR proposal for TS 25.212 to reflect the downlink rate matching restrictions in the L1 rate matching description. A modified proposal of the related CR to TS 25.212 was reviewed in RAN1 and considered as one possible solution to align the specifications of RAN1 and RAN2.

It was expressed that RAN1 would prefer not to reflect such higher layer parameters in the L1 rate matching, as this was seen as signalling optimisation that should not affect L1. 

Therefore, RAN1 would like to ask RAN2 to consider the possibility of solving the problem internally in  the RAN2 specifications without impacting the L1, e.g. by translating the temporary restrictions of TFs and TFCs into a TFCS reconfiguration to the L1 in the UE. If such a solution is feasible, RAN1 identified no problems with the existence of such a mechanism in the RRC specification. If however, changes to the L1 rate matching description would be required, RAN1 would not consider such changes for the R99 versions of the specifications. 

RAN2 is kindly asked to inform RAN1 about the outcome of their discussions at the next RAN2 meeting. If changes to L1 would be required, the attached CR [under consideration in RAN WG1] could serve as basis for a submission to RAN#14.
