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1. Overall description:

During its 22nd meeting RAN WG1 has reviewed the attached draft CR and endorsed its content. RAN WG1 believes that the CR is necessary to avoid any ambiguity on the definition of the UE capability parameter “Maximum number of DPCH bits per 10 ms (UL)” relative to compressed mode operation; in particular, the proposed CR ensures that the definition is consistent irrespective of the compressed mode method. 

2. Action:

RAN WG1 would appreciate if RAN WG2 would agree to incorporate such correction into TS 25.306. 

In addition RAN WG1 would like to point out that the value 960 in the value range for the parameter “FDD Physical channel parameters in uplink - Maximum number of DPDCH bits transmitted per 10 ms” in Table 5.1 of TS 25.306 (2001-09) was probably corrupted by a typo error and should effectively be listed as 9600.

FDD physical channel parameters in uplink

Maximum number of DPDCH bits per 10 ms

Defines the maximum number of the DPDCH bits the UE is capable to transmit per 10 ms.

If the reported capability is lower than 9600, the number of DPDCH channel bits indicates the capability of the UE when operating in non-compressed mode; if the reported capability is equal to or greater than 9600 it indicates the maximum capability of the UE considering both compressed and non compressed mode operation.
NOTE:
This capability combines the 'Max number of DPDCH' and 'Minimum SF' capabilities into one capability. Note that no flexibility is lost due to this, as multiple DPDCH is only used for SF=4, i.e. when the number of DPDCH bits exceed a certain value.

NOTE:
Compressed mode by spreading factor reduction is not applicable when operating at spreading factor 4.
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
