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1. Overall Description:
RAN3 would like to inform RAN1 about the outcome of a discussions on TFCI power control in hard split mode took place in RAN3#26. 

First, for inclusion in the leading group’s TR, RAN3 inform RAN1 to only include chapter 5.3.2.and onward from RAN3 TR in the RAN1 TR, because the earlier section are for clarification in RAN3 only.
Second, RAN3 has discussed the impact on Iur/Iub interface specification related enahnced TFCI power control and it is decided to include text proposals in TR R3.005. During the discussion, the two issues were raised related TFCI power offset. Therefore RAN3 would like to raise the following questions to RAN1.
1. It was pointed out that there seems to be an inconsistency on how E-DSCH power control handles the offset for the primary cell, and how the TFCI offset for the primary cell is handled.  What is the expected change rate for both offsets (TFCI PO and TFCI PO_primary)?
2. In RAN3, there is consideration about range and granularity of the power offsets. RAN3 would like to be informed of the range and granularity for the power offset parameters from RAN1. 
2 . Action
RAN3 would like to ask RAN1 to give clarifications for the issues above.
