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Introduction

This documents discusses application of DPCH+SCCPCH physical channel combination. The restriction on the UE supporting this combination in 25.331 is felt to be unnecessary and it is proposed to remove it from the specifications.

Discussion

Simultaneous reception of DPCH and SCCPCH is an optional UE capability and may be used for:

1. Reception of Cell Broadcast Service (CBS) mapped to FACH when dedicated channel is allocated to the UE.

2. DRAC control of an uplink DCH

TS 25.331 section 14.8 describing DRAC procedure states that:

"...A UE that supports the simultaneous reception of one SCCPCH and one DPCH shall support the DRAC procedure."
According to this statement it is not allowed to support simultaneous reception of DPCH and SCCPCH without supporting DRAC. But there may be a UE that supports CBS (and supports simultaneous reception of DPCH and SCPCH to be able to read CBS in connected mode) and does not support DRAC. According to restriction in 25.331 this type of UE is not allowed. This implies unnecessary restriction on UE implementation.

Conclusions & recommendations

It is proposed to issue a liaison to RAN2 asking to remove the above sentence from the 25.331.
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
