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1. Overall Description 
Last meeting in Korea (RAN1#26), RAN4 sent an LS [1] requesting a solution to the Transmit carrier power measurement definition.  RAN1 would like to inform RAN4 that a new definition has been agreed in principle for 25.215.  The text in section 5.2.4 will be changed to:

“Transmitted carrier power, is the ratio between the total transmitted power on one DL carrier from one UTRAN access point, and the maximum transmission power possible to use on that DL carrier at this moment of time. Total transmission power is the mean power [W] on one carrier from one UTRAN access point. Maximum transmission power is the mean power [W] on one carrier from one UTRAN access point when transmitting at the configured maximum power for the cell. Measurement shall be possible on any carrier transmitted from the UTRAN access point. The reference point for the transmitted carrier power measurement shall be the Tx antenna connector.  In case of Tx diversity the transmitted carrier power for each branch shall be measured and the maximum of the two values shall be reported to higher layers, i.e. only one value will be reported to higher layers.”

The CR in [2] has been agreed in principle for Release 4 and Release 5.   The cover sheet of the CR will be changed and the new version will be submitted on the reflector for formal approval at the next RAN1 meeting.
