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	Initial packets of packet calls are difficult for the Node B to schedule, since the CQI report from the UE may be out of date with the current specification. 
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	A CQI report request message is introduced which is transmitted on the HS-SCCH by signalling a NULL transport block size.

The proposed change has no impact on higher layers.

Link Adaptation Procedure 

For HS-DSCH, the modulation scheme and effective code rate, may be selected by higher layers located within the Node B. This may be achieved by appropriate selection of an HS-DSCH transport format by higher layers. Selection of the transport format may be based on channel-quality feedback reported by the UE.
The Node B may request a CQI report without allocating HS-DSCH resources by signalling a transport block size of NULL. In this case, the UE shall not attempt to decode a transport block on the associated HS-DSCH TTI.
The overall HSDPA procedure consists of two parts:
Node B procedure:
1)
The Node B shall transmit HS-SCCH carrying a UE identity identifying the UE for which HS-DSCH TTI allocation has been given or for which a CQI report is requested. In case of HS-DSCH transmissions in consecutive TTIs to the same UE, the same HS-SCCH shall be used for associated signaling. 

2)
If the transport block size indicated on HS-SCCH was not NULL, the Node B transmits HS-DSCH to the UE using the resources indicated in the HS-SCCH.

3)
Upon receiving the HS-SICH from the respective UE the status report (ACK/NACK and CQI) shall be passed to higher layers.

UE procedure:
1)
When indicated by higher layers the UE shall start monitoring all HS-SCCHs that are allocated to it. The information carried on the HS-SCCH is described in [8].

2)
In the case that HS-SCCH is identified to be correct and the transport block size indicated on HS-SCCH is not NULL, the UE shall read the HS-PDSCHs indicated by the HS-SCCH. In the case that the HS-SCCH is identified to be correct and the transport block size indicated on HS-SCCH is NULL, the UE shall not attempt to decode a transport block on the HS-PDSCH resources. In case HS-SCCH is identified to be incorrect the UE shall discard the data on the HS-SCCH and returns to monitoring.

3) If the transport block size indicated on HS-SCCH is not NULL, after reading the HS-PDSCHs the UE shall generate an ACK/NACK message and CQI and transmit those to the NodeB in the associated HS-SICH. 
4) If the transport block size indicated on HS-SCCH is NULL, the UE shall form a CQI report on the HS-PDSCHs indicated on HS-SCCH. The UE shall transmit the previous ACK/NACK for the HARQ process indicated on HS-SCCH and the CQI report to the Node B in the associated HS-SICH.
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
