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1. Overall Description:

During the TSG-T1 meeting #20 in Munich, T1 conditionally approved the inclusion of following RAB combination into R99 and Rel-4 versions of TS 34.108: 

“Interactive or background / UL: 64 DL: 768 kbps / PS RAB + UL: 3.4 DL: 3.4 kbps SRBs for DCCH”

According to the agreed procedure in T1, the following criteria needs to be fulfilled for the proposed RAB: 

· RAN1/RAN2 will propose new RABs. If new RABs are proposed directly into T1, T1 will send the proposals to RAN1/RAN2 for sanity check.
· T1 will add RAB to 34.108 only if at least one company will commit to add a prose test case

· T1 will remove RAB from 34.108 if no commitment to provide TTCN test case received within 6 months of prose

The commitment to provide prose and TTCN test cases to test the new RAB is guaranteed within T1. For the RAB parameter sanity check, T1 is requesting assistance from RAN1 and RAN2. 

T1 plan is to include this RAB combination into the 09-2003 versions of 34.108 and finalize the approval for the RAB on T1 email reflector after RAN1 and RAN2 sanity checks.

2. Actions to RAN1 and RAN2:

T1 kindly asks RAN1 and RAN2 to provide sanity check for the parameters proposed in the attached CRs during your August 2003 meetings so that the CRs can be formally approved by T1. 
T1 would also like RAN1 and RAN2 to comment on to which specification this RAB combination belongs to, TR 25.993 or TS 34.108. Please note that the bearer will be tested in T1 specifications only if it is included in TS 34.108. 

Scope of TR 25.993: 

The present document provides a list of examples of RABs and RAB combinations which are supported by UTRA with examples of radio interface mapping for these RABs onto Radio Bearers and Signalling Radio Bearers.

This list of examples describes typical parameters, and should only be understood as possible configurations i.e. any other configuration supported by the Core Specifications and consistent with a given UE capability shall also be supported by this UE.

The present document addresses the FDD mode as well as the TDD mode.

This report is a release independent report. This means that the latest release applicable to 3GPP is the reference that this TR is defined upon, and contains information on all previous releases. Actual release where a given example applies is indicated in the relevant section.

Scope of TR 34.108: 

The present document contains definitions of reference conditions and test signals, default parameters, reference radio bearer configurations used in radio bearer interoperability testing, common radio bearer configurations for other test purposes, common requirements for test equipment and generic set-up procedures for use in UE conformance tests.
