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1. Introduction

RAN1 has studied the behaviour of “algorithm 2 for processing TPC commands” during SHO. It was shown that, in the specific case of soft handover, algorithm 2 can lead to inappropriate TPC command combining in the UE causing uncontrolled interference spikes in some cells at some UE speeds. A correction to improve the UE behaviour for Rel-5 was proposed and approved in [1].

A proposal has now been raised in RAN1 regarding the removal of algorithm 2 in Rel-99 and Rel-4 [2].

RAN1 does understand that removing algorithm 2 in Rel-99 and Rel-4 would have an impact on T1 work and would like to get some feedback before considering this issue any further.

2. Actions

To T1:

RAN1 asks the T1 group to indicate what impact removing “algorithm 2 for processing TPC commands” in Rel-99 and Rel-4 (while retaining it in Rel-5) would have on the work of T1 and on 3GPP conformance testing. RAN1 asks T1 to report its findings to RAN1.
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
