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Introduction

In order to ease the introduction of E-DCH related text, the editor has taken the (possibly unwise) initiative to re-organize the structure of the text rather than simply add to the pile. The section number of anything which was described in Rel-5 has not been changed. New sub-sections have been created where deemed beneficial  for the clarity of the text (sections 4.2.1, 4.3.1.2, 5.1). This resulted in some de-interleaving of some of the legacy text.

Many fellow colleagues will surely regret the good old "big picture" look of figure 1, but given the content of what may become table 0 one should quickly realize that any attempt to expand it to cover the E-DCH related channels, possibly with flexible IQ mapping, would be meaningless even if it could fit on a single page.
To make sure there is no possible ambiguity as to whether anything has changed for legacy channels, a note certifying that the handling of legacy channels has not been changed is added in each section which has been re-organized.

In order to facilitate tracking of what has changed and what has not, three identifiers have been used for the revision marks:

SW -> text which existed before and has been moved around in line with new structure of a section
SW1-> new text or figure related to the new structure of a section
SW2-> new text or figure directly related to the introduction of E-DCH.
