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Decision
Supported by the leading working group RAN1, RAN #29 in September 2005 in Tallinn approved the introduction of a work item (WI) on “Continuous Connectivity for Packet Data Users” in RP-050429.

In order to document the corresponding work on this work item appropriately the attached document proposes the introduction of a TR 25.9xx.
To keep also the other RAN WGs informed and involved it was found beneficial to consider a TR 25.9xx (instead of a TR 25.8xx).

As visible from the attached skeleton TR the work will be structured in 3 steps:
1. Collection of different concepts addressing the WI and analysis and comparison of these concepts (this will be covered in section 4 and basic work on this was already done in the SI).
Preferably this step should be finalized before the start of submissions to RAN1 #43, i.e. Nov. 2005 meetings in Seoul.

2. Description of a consistent solution solving the problems decribed by the work item by selecting one or a combination of more concepts addressed in the first step. This step will include an analysis of the impacts on the specifications on the different RAN WGs (RAN1, RAN2, RAN3, RAN4).
Preferably this step should be finalized before the start of submissions to RAN1 #44, i.e. Feb. 2006 meetings in USA.

3. Submission of CRs to the different specifications in the different RAN WGs.
Preferably this step should be finalized at the RAN WG meetings in Feb. 2006 in USA (This step could be covered by CR references in section 5).
The mentioned time schedule is not part of the TR but is based on the approved finalization date for the WI which is March 2006.
As suggested by the RAN1 chairman for the LTE SI we would also encourage delegates to take the opportunity of discussions via the email reflectors between the meetings.

Finally, to keep RAN2/3/4 informed about this TR we would suggest to send an LS from RAN1 #42bis to these RAN WGs.

For decision: a. Introduction of TR 25.9xx as attached. b. LS to RAN2/3/4.
