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1. Overall Description: 

At the RAN1#42bis meeting in San Diego, USA, 10-14 Oct 2005, RAN1 discussed puncturing limit for conversational / speech 12.2 kbps + interactive 0 kbps (6.10.2.4.1.38a in TS 34.108).

With the current puncturing limit of 0.84, it is not possible to send certain TFCs for typical settings of RM attributes (e.g. TFC5 [12.2kbps speech with simultaneous 3.4kbps SRB transmission] would not be allowed with RM attributes of 180/180/320/130/170). Therefore RAN1 asks RAN5 to correct the puncturing limit to 0.64, which supports all combinations of RM attributes within the specified ranges.

2. Actions:

To RAN5:

RAN1 kindly asks RAN5 to change the puncturing limit for the Conversational / speech 12.2. kbps / CS RAB + Interactive or background / UL:0 DL:0 kbps / PS RAB + UL:3.4 DL:3.4 kbps SRBs for DCCH bearer combination in TS 34.108 (section 6.10.2.4.1.38a.1.2) from 0.84 to 0.64.
