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1 Introduction

Samsung presented a contribution regarding the CQI report and scheduling procedure for EUTRA downlink during the RAN1 #42bis, San Diego meeting [1], with a relevant text proposal. Per the comment on the TP that it would be too detailed at this stage, a revised TP with more general description is presented in this paper.

7.1.3.1 UE measurements
The UE should be able to measure and report to the Node B the channel quality of each resource block, see Section 7.1.3.2, in form of a CQI. In order to allow for efficient trade-off between UL signaling overhead and link-adaptation/scheduling performance taking varying channel-conditions and type of scheduling into account, the time/frequency granularity of the CQI reporting should be adjustable.
Measurements periods to support inter-frequency and inter-RAT handover should be created by the scheduler, i.e. compressed mode is not assumed to be needed.
7.1.3.2 Channel quality indicator
Channel quality indicator (CQI) feedback from UE which indicates the downlink channel quality can be used at Node B at least for the following purposes:

· Time/frequency selective scheduling.

· Selection of modulation and coding scheme.
· Transmission power control for physical channels, e.g., physical/L2-control signaling channels.
For block-wise (localized) transmission (see Section 7.1.1.2.1), CQI feedback per resource block is required in principle. CQI feedback schemes with reduced overhead should be investigated.

For scattered (distributed) transmission (see Section 7.1.1.2.1), a CQI reflecting average SINR for the entire bandwidth would be sufficient.
