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1. Discussion

In the past two RAN1 meetings, the candidate multiple access schemes have been evaluated. Some agreement has been reached, and some proposals from different companies have been converged. The result is fewer proposed schemes.  But until now, the evaluation is still insufficient, for example there are still few system level simulation performance results comparison for two uplink multiple access schemes, OFDMA and SC-FDMA. So at this stage of the study item, we propose to continue evaluation until the pros and cons of the schemes are exploited.
The following are the multiple access schemes being evaluated in RAN1. 

· OFDM based downlink and uplink

· OFDM based downlink, SC-FDMA based uplink 

· Multi carrier CDMA based solution
