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1. Overall Description:
In last RAN plenary meeting, issue about introduction of 1.6MHz support was raised [1]. During the discussion consensus can’t be reached although there was no disagreement to introduce the band for TDD. It was proposed to discuss related physical level issues in RAN1 before re-proposing CR in next RAN meeting [2].

In TSG RAN WG1 LTE Ad Hoc, related issues have been discussed [3] and can be concluded as follows:
No disagreement is shown for the introduction of 1.6MHz. From evaluation point of view RAN1 does not see significant difference between 1.6MHz and 1.25MHz(or 2.5MHz), e.g. evaluation results for 1.25MHz(or 2.5MHz) should be applicable for 1.6MHz as well. So RAN1 would like to keep current assumptions regarding E-UTRA spectrum allocations for the evaluations of the study item phase. Discussions about physical level issues regarding final spectrum allocations to be supported by E-UTRA should take place during the initial phase of a possible work/item. 
2. Actions
Above information is supposed to be helpful for RAN to make decision on related issue.
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
