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1 Introduction

The design of transmit diversity schemes for control and data channels in E-UTRA downlink has been a long standing unresolved topic in 3GPP. In order not to hamper LTE progress, it is important to reach agreement on this topic as soon as possible. Toward this end, we would like to propose a way forward as described in the next section.

2 Way Forward Proposal

As a way forward, for DL-SCH and L1/L2 control channels (i.e., excluding BCH) in E-UTRA downlink, we propose to 

· adopt SFBC as a transmit diversity mode for 2 Tx.

· adopt SFBC-based transmit diversity techniques for 4 Tx.
