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1. Overall Description:

RAN1 would like to thank RAN2 for their LS on physical layer aspects of enhanced CELL_FACH in FDD (R1-071762/R2-071098). In the LS, RAN2 asked RAN1 to confirm the following points: 

1. That the approach assumed by RAN2 to schedule the UE in CELL_PCH/URA_PCH is acceptable; 

2. that the UE can check two H-RNTI values on the HS-SCCH channels; 

3. that the minimum UE capabilities for MBMS reception would allow the UE to receive PtM MBMS while in the enhanced CELL_FACH state.

After discussions in RAN1, the following considerations are made for each of the points above: 

1. The approach assumed by RAN2 to schedule the UE in CELL_PCH/URA_PCH has been discussed in the context of the document attached to the LS (R2- 070806) as well as from the proposal in R1-071384 (attached). RAN1 has agreed in principle with the proposal in R1-071384 but it is for further study whether a fixed window of 5 HS-SCCH subframes to be monitored is sufficient under all cases. 

2. No problem is foreseen for the capability of the the UE to check two H-RNTI values on the HS-SCCH channels while in CELL_PCH/URA_PCH. However, RAN1 would like to assure UE is only required to receive one TrCH of HS-DSCH with either common H-RNTI or UE specific H-RNTI in the same TTI. 
3. The current definition of the minimum UE capabilities for MBMS reception does not allow the UE to receive PtM MBMS while in CELL_FACH state. 

2. Actions:

To RAN2 group.

ACTION: 


RAN1 would kindly ask RAN2 to take the above considerations into account when further progressing the work on enhanced CELL_FACH state in FDD.

RAN1 would also kindly ask RAN2 to consider whether window size in item 1 could be determined by the network.
