(2) Channel interleaving

We need to study the channel interleaving gain in time domain taking into account of high Doppler, low loaded case (small size packet), and other cell interference in asynchronous operation. 
Continue the discussion during the meeting based on the simulation results
(3) RTT in HARQ

Although to decide the RTT in HARQ is a little bit premature, latest estimation of RTT based on current structure could be below.
