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1. Overall Description

RAN1 has noted that for HS-DSCH transmissions using HS-SCCH-less mode, the first stage of rate matching is unnecessary and should be transparent. 

The corollary of this is that the number of coded bits in a HS-DSCH TTI (i.e. 3 times the number of bits in the HS-DSCH transport block after CRC addition) must not exceed the size of the virtual IR buffer configured for the corresponding HARQ process. 

2. Actions:

RAN1 kindly asks RAN2 to verify that, for HS-SCCH-less operation, the virtual IR buffer size would not be exceeded; otherwise, the UE behaviour is not specified in the layer 1 specs.
