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1. Summary
Between RAN1#50bis and RAN1#51, a very limited e-mail discussion on measurements took place on the  topic of eNB measurements. Only one e-mail was sent stating the view from one company as follows:
It would be beneficial to have a standardized eNode B measurement that is used to support the generation of the agreed X2 event-triggered and narrowband overload indicators.

The motivation why the measurement should be standardized is explained in contribution R1-074891 (ICIC).

Filling in the template provided in LS R1-073896 for the measurement would be premature at this point. It should be discussed more in the context of UL ICIC.

Views from other companies were invited (but not received) on:

1. Whether the eNB measurement of UL interference supporting OIs shall be standardized?

2. What measurement quantity shall be used?

Measurements should be standardized to ensure interoperability and predictability of eNBs behaviour with respect to the generation of OIs. However, the threshold used to trigger the OI should be configurable to take into account different receiver implementations and different network deployments.

Furthermore, a feasible measurement quantity would be UL interference + receiver noise power, which would allow simple implementation.
Proposal: Continue the discussion  via e-mail, and consider feedback received from other WGs.
