Introduction
After the Jeju meeting, E-UTRA TDD has converged to a single frame structure which is likely to be the following:
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The utilization of the special slots remains an open issue. This document addresses that.

Utilization of Special Slots
For the DwPTS, we recommend the following:
· If the operating bandwidth is 1.4MHz:
· The first symbol should be used for the transmission of the PSC.
· The other symbols should be used for PDSCH.
· If the operating bandwidth exceeds 1.4 MHz:
· The first symbol should be used for PSC that occupies roughly 1.25MHz.
· Over the remaining bandwidth, D-BCH should be sent first, and then if there is any bandwidth ;left over, they can be allocated to PDSCH.
· The remaining symbols should be used for the transmission of PDSCH.
· The RBs of subframe 0 should be extended to address the DwPTS through the PDCCH of subframe 0.
· VRB->PRB mapping needs to be defined for this purpose.

We recommend using the UpPTS for sending SRS. The subframe after UpPTS can be used for RACH. 
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
