Introduction
As part of the EUL in CELL_FACH WI [1], the working assumption in WG1 is that a set of common E-DCH resources will be available at the NodeB and that this set will also be broadcast from RNC to the UEs. The NodeB only provides an index to one of the E-DCH resources belonging to this common set using the AICH/E-AICH.
In this contribution, for each of these resources, we try to list the E-DCH resource parameters that are needed from a L1 perspective. If the list is agreed upon, we propose to draft an LS to both RAN WG2 and RAN WG3, indicating them of the required parameters needed at both UE and NodeB to support E-DCH transmissions in CELL_FACH
