1. Introduction
In the past meeting, Periodic CQI/PMI/RI Reporting using PUSCH/PUCCH was agreed. The simple interpretation of this agreement is that both the periodic PUSCH and PUCCH resource for the CQI/PMI/rank reporting shall be allocated by persistent manner via RRC signalling to support efficient frequency selective scheduling.
2. Proposal
The text proposal in the physical layer parameters to be configured by RRC [1] is provided below;
