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1. Overall Description:

During the RAN 4 meeting, it was observed that the “observation interval” and the “reference period” in the LTE CQI definition (Clause 7.2.3 in TS 36.213) are misunderstood. 

In RAN 4 Munich meeting (RAN4#47bis), CQI requirement scenarios have been discussed. Clear understanding of CQI definition is important for RAN4 to define proper CQI requirements. However, RAN4 has identified that the current definition of the CQI is ambiguous. To avoid further conceptual confusion on CQI definition, RAN 4 prefers that the CQI is clearly defined in TS 36.213. RAN4 suggests the following rephrased definition of CQI:     
Based on an unrestricted observation interval in time and frequency, the UE shall report the highest tabulated CQI index for which a single PDSCH sub-frame with a transport format (modulation and coding rate) and number of REs corresponding to the reported (or lower) CQI index could be received with individual transport block error probability not exceeding 0.1 in a downlink subframe (also referred to as a reference period) ending z slots before the start of the first slot in which the selected CQI index is transmitted.
2. Actions:

RAN1 is kindly asked to take the above RAN4 suggestions into account in their further work on CQI definition. 
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
