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1. Introduction
RAN WG1 would like to respectfully inform RAN WG2 that RAN WG1 discussed UE reconfiguration timing as well as the HS-SCCH order used in the Enhanced Serving Cell Change procedure in the RAN WG1 meeting #53bis in Warsaw.
The following conclusions were made by RAN WG1:
· Upon successfully receiving an HS-SCCH order from the target cell, if indicated by higher layers, the UE shall start listening to up to 4 HS-SCCHs from this new serving cell [40 ms] from the end of the successfully received HS-SCCH order. This time may be reduced further subject to input from companies at the next RAN WG1 meeting. RAN WG1 will make a final decision on this value at the next RAN WG1 #54 meeting in Jeju, South Korea.
· The HS-SCCH order used for the Enhanced Serving Cell Change procedure should be among those defined in Release 7, for example the HS-SCCH order defined for UE DRX deactivation. The UE is able to differentiate between CPC related orders and the cell change related order since the former is always transmitted from the serving cell and the latter always from a non-serving target cell.
2. Actions to TSG RAN WG2

RAN WG1 kindly requests RAN WG2 to take the above information into account and to specify in RAN WG2 specification which HS-SCCH order shall be used for the Enhanced Serving Cell Change procedure.
