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	Isolated impact analysis:

The correction in this CR has isolated impact. It solely affects the UE behaviour in receiving DCI formats. The correction would not affect implementations behaving like indicated in the CR, and would affect implementations supporting the corrected functionality otherwise.

UE procedure for receiving the physical downlink shared channel
A UE shall receive PDSCH broadcast transmissions, associated with DCI formats 1A or 1C signalled by a PDCCH using a SI-RNTI, P-RNTI or RA-RNTI in the common search spaces.  When receiving such a transmission, for one antenna port the UE shall behave according to section 7.1.1, and otherwise behave according to section 7.1.2.  
Additionally, the UE is semi-statically configured via higher layer signalling to receive PDSCH data transmissions signalled via PDCCH using C-RNTI in UE specific search spaces, based on one of the following transmission modes:

1. Single-antenna port; port 0
2. Transmit diversity

3. Open-loop spatial multiplexing

4. Closed-loop spatial multiplexing

5. Multi-user MIMO
6. Closed-loop Rank=1 precoding

7. Single-antenna port; port 5

A UE in the default transmission mode or semi-statically configured with a transmission mode shall receive PDSCH data transmissions associated with the corresponding DCI format(s) signalled by a PDCCH using a C-RNTI in its UE specific search spaces based on Table 7.1-1.  In the case of transmission modes 1, 2, and 7 a UE shall also receive PDSCH data transmissions associated with DCI format 1A signalled by a PDCCH using a C-RNTI in the common search spaces.     
A UE shall be configured to use a PUCCH or PUSCH feedback mode corresponding to its transmission mode.
