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	In a cell with 4 cell-specific antenna ports, the first two OFDM symbols of a subframe are reserved for non-MBSFN transmission in the subframes in which the PMCH is transmitted. This is agreed as R1-082240.
On the other hand, even when the first OFDM symbols are reserved for non-MBSFN transmissions, according to table 6.7-1 PCFICH can signal 1 OFDM symbol control region. This may be interpreted as the second OFDM symbol will not contain PDCCH and accordingly only RS will be transmitted on the second OFDM symbol. This operation should not be allowed. Hence the CR (R1-082860) is to clarify that there is no possibility of CFI=2 in MBSFN subframes in a cell with 4TxAnt.
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	It is specified that the number of OFDM symbols used for PDCCH is 2 in MBSFN subframes on a carrier supporting both PMCH and PDSCH in a cell with 4 cell-specific antenna ports.
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	It is allowed that no signal other than RS is transmitted on the second OFDM symbol in such the MBSFN subframes when CFI is set to 1. This is not correct operation.

Physical control format indicator channel 

The physical control format indicator channel carries information about the number of OFDM symbols used for transmission of PDCCHs in a subframe. The set of OFDM symbols possible to use for PDCCH in a subframe is given by Table 6.7-1.
