‎[4] do not specify how the UE should behave if it receives conflicting HS-SCCH orders from the serving HS-DSCH cell and the secondary serving HS-DSCH cell.
2 Proposal
We propose to discuss how to specify in TS 25.214 that in case the UE receives conflicting HS-SCCH orders from the serving HS-DSCH cell and the secondary serving HS-DSCH cell. We see these alternatives:
1) Always obey the order from the serving HS-DSCH cell

2) Disregard from both orders

3) Leave the behaviour unspecified

Our preference is for alternative 1 for overall robustness reasons, but we are open to discuss the other alternatives as well.
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
