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1. Introduction
RAN1 would like to inform RAN2 of the RAN1 discussion on the BCH transport block size as following:

· RAN1 has been studying the coverage of PBCH assuming 40 bits for PBCH including CRC bits of 16. The effective difference on the coverage of PBCH to reduce further would be marginal.
· Reserving some bits would be useful for future extension like LTE-Advanced. On the other hand, there is no common agreement on how many bits should be reserved in RAN1 for the extension. From RAN1 perspective, there is no restriction on the granularity for BCH transport block size such as the octet alignment.
· If some bits are reserved, any forward/ backward compatibility should be ensured.
2. Actions:

RAN1 kindly asks RAN2 to make decision on the BCH transport block size (payload size), taking into account the RAN1 views above, and inform RAN1 so that this can be captured in TS 36.212.
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
