Overall Description:
RAN5 would like to thank RAN1 and RAN2 for providing feedback on the RAN5 feature list and the related analysis of consequences of low / medium priority features. Because the feedback was provided separately, the responses from both RAN1 and RAN2 are attached for information. 
As a result of the feedback, RAN5 has updated and endorsed the feature and test priority list (so-called “the LTE Feature List”) accordingly; the latest version (7.2) is attached for information. For ease of reference, the differences between this version and the previous one are documented below.
