Control format indicator
Data arrives each subframe to the coding unit in the form of an indicator for the time span, in units of OFDM symbols, of the DCI in that subframe. The CFI takes values CFI =0, 1, 2 or 3. In the case of MBSFN subframes on a carrier not supporting PDSCH in Table 6.7-1 in [2], the DCI in units of OFDM symbols, 0, is given by CFI. In other cases, for system bandwidths
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, the span of the DCI in units of OFDM symbols, 1, 2 or 3, is given by the CFI. For system bandwidths
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, the span of the DCI in units of OFDM symbols, 2, 3 or 4, is given by CFI+1.
The coding flow is shown in Figure 5.3.4-1.
