Radio link monitoring

The downlink radio link quality of the serving cell shall be monitored by the UE for the purpose of indicating out-of-sync/in-sync status to higher layers. 
In non-DRX mode operations, the physical layer in the UE shall every radio frame assess the radio link quality, evaluated over the previous time period defined in [9], against thresholds (Qout and Qin) defined by relevant tests in [9].
In DRX mode operations, the physical layer in the UE shall once every DRX period assess the radio link quality, evaluated over the previous time period defined in [9], against thresholds (Qout and Qin) defined by relevant tests in [9].
The physical layer in the UE shall in radio frames where the radio link quality is assessed indicate out-of-sync to higher layers when the radio link quality is worse than the threshold Qout and continue until the quality is better than the threshold Qin. When the radio link quality is better than the threshold Qin, the physical layer in the UE shall in radio frames where the radio link quality is assessed indicate in-sync to higher layers.
The start and stop of the radio link monitoring are triggered by higher layers.
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
