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1 Introduction

Table 8-1 in 36.213 explicitly specifies the number of TDD uplink HARQ processes for each of the 7 TDD UL/DL configurations. Currently the only note of how many TDD downlink HARQ processes exist is given by a comment in the rate matching section (5.1.4.1.2) of 36.212. The specification for the downlink is a simple list of monotonically increasing values with no indication of the relationship to UL/DL configurations. The list in its current form is incomplete and easily open to misinterpretation when the reader assumes that the first value refers to TDD UL/DL configuration 0, the second value refers to TDD UL/DL configuration 1, and so on.

2 Discussion

To ensure correct specification there should be a downlink equivalent of table 8-1 in 36.213 explicitly stating the number of downlink HARQ processes for each UL/DL configuration. The proposed format is consistent with the current specification for the number of uplink HARQ processes for both FDD and TDD.
It is proposed to remove the incomplete text in clause 5.1.4.1.2 of 36.212 detailing the number of FDD and TDD HARQ processes and in its place add a reference to the section in 36.213 that details the correct specification. In 36.213 the number of FDD and TDD HARQ processes (for each UL/DL configuration) should be added in clause 7.
3 Conclusion
