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1. Overall Description

RAN1 would like to thank RAN2 for the LS on SPS explicit release in R2-087406.

RAN1 would like to inform RAN2 that there has been discussion according to the actions requested in the LS, and the following decisions have been taken.

Section 9.2 in TS 36.213 v8.5.0 gives details about the validation of a PDCCH for SPS purposes, i.e. activation and release. These state explicitly:

· The CRC is scrambled with the UE’s Semi-Persistent Scheduling C-RNTI
· The NDI bit of the PDCCH is set to 0
· The virtual CRC bits
RAN1 would like to inform RAN2 further that the 1-bit aperiodic CQI field in the UL grant is not part of the virtual CRC. Furthermore, the above mentioned validation process is not executed if the NDI bit of the PDCCH is set to 1.

With regard to the distinction between an explicit SPS release and an SPS activation, RAN1 has reserved the ‘11111’ codepoint in the MCS (DL) / MCS+RV (UL) fields respectively that result in an undefined TBS to indicate an explicit SPS release. The SPS activation is indicated by defined TBSs. Consequently RAN1 would like to ask RAN2 to specify further procedures and actions for SPS explicit release in a RAN2 specification.

With regard to the confirmation of a PDCCH signalling a DL explicit SPS release by sending HARQ-ACK, RAN1 has concluded that the same procedure should be followed as if the explicit release PDCCH had signalled a dynamic downlink shared channel assignment. Therefore, no modification is required in RAN1 specifications. However, RAN1 expects RAN2 to specify the triggering of the required PHY UE procedure to generate a HARQ-ACK in case of receiving a DL explicit SPS release. Therefore RAN1 would like to ask RAN2 to include such a procedure in RAN2 specifications.

2. Actions to RAN2:

1. RAN1 kindly asks RAN2 to capture in their specification that a valid PDCCH for SPS with an undefined TBS indicates the explicit release of SPS resources.

2. RAN1 kindly further asks RAN2 to capture in their specification that the UE procedure for transmitting an ACK for an SPS release triggers the same mechanism as for the UE’s procedure for transmitting ACK/NACK for a dynamic DL assignment.
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
