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1. Overall Description

RAN1 would like to thank RAN2 for the LS on SPS explicit release in R2-087406.

RAN1 would like to inform RAN2 that there has been discussion according to the actions requested in the LS, and the following decisions have been taken.

Section 9.2 in TS 36.213 gives details about the validation of a PDCCH for SPS assignments, i.e. activation and release, according to the RAN2 decisions on the NDI and SPS C-RNTI usage. Virtual CRC bits are checked within this section, where it is further clarified that the distinction between an activation and release is achieved by detecting different contents of some of the PDCCH fields, i.e. by different codepoints within the PDCCH. The corresponding CR is attached herewith for information.

With regard to the confirmation of a PDCCH signalling a DL explicit SPS release by sending HARQ-ACK, RAN1 has concluded that the same procedure should be followed as if the explicit release PDCCH had signalled a dynamic downlink shared channel assignment. This has been captured in the corresponding sections of TS 36.213. The corresponding CR is attached herewith for information.

It was proposed in RAN1 to utilize one bit in SPS-release PDCCH to indicate a DRX command to ask the UE to sleep immediately after the SPS release. RAN1 could not conclude and thinks this is a topic which cannot be decided by RAN1.

2. Actions to RAN2:

1. RAN1 kindly asks RAN2 to take note of the decisions taken by RAN1 when finalizing SPS aspects in RAN2 specifications.
