Overall description:
During RAN2#64bis, RAN2 discussed the collision between measurement gap and HARQ feedback when the ACK/NACK repetition is configured based on [1]. 
Current MAC behaviour in case of such collision is:

· If the initial HARQ feedback transmission collides with a measurement gap, no HARQ feedback is indicated to physical layer, and that means that both the initial HARQ feedback and all of the ACK/NACK repetition(s) will not be transmitted. 
· If the initial HARQ feedback transmission does not collide with a measurement gap but one or more of the ACK/NACK repetitions collide with the gap, the initial HARQ feedback shall be indicated by MAC to the physical layer.
RAN2 would also like to point out that MAC is not aware of whether or not ACK/NACK repetitions are configured, and understands that the physical layer is not aware of the configuration of measurement gaps.

RAN2 would like RAN1 to provide feedback on the case where the initial HARQ feedback is indicated to lower layer by MAC but one or more of the ACK/NACK repetition would collide with the measurement gap; what is RAN1’s working assumption regarding whether or not the UE should make the transmission for the repetition?

After discussion, RAN2’s understanding is that handling cancellation of repetitions colliding with a measurement gap in MAC would be complicated and preferably handled by the physical layer, if necessary. RAN2 would like to ensure that RAN1 and RAN2 specifications are aligned and follow the same assumptions.

Actions:
RAN2 kindly asks RAN1 to answer RAN2’s questions and consider the current MAC behaviour when discussing the interactions between MAC and the physical layer and, to the extent possible, accommodate the necessary adjustments in physical layer specification.
