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1. Background

Section 16 in TR36.912 provides the results of the self-evaluation assessment of each individual portion of the 3GPP technology submission and gives the specific details.

Considering that one of the purposes of Section 16 is to draw the attention of the ITU-R and the evaluation groups both to the details and to the summary results of self-evaluation, we should add a conclusion to Section 16 specifically stating that the technology submission meets all the requirements for IMT-Advanced.  In the ITU-R process, some of the critical final decisions that are to take place after the evaluations are covered in Steps 6 & 7 as described in document ITU-R IMT-ADV/2 Rev 1.  3GPP should state our view on successfully passing these key decision points.

2. Proposal

It is proposed to add a Section 16.8 to the final version of TR 36.912 to very clearly state the 3GPP technology submission fulfills Step 6 and Step 7 and therefore should be included in the ITU-R IMT-Advanced terrestrial component radio interface Recommendation(s). 

The formal review of this proposed Section 16.8, which is non-technical, should be undertaken in the ITU-R Ad Hoc and the RAN #45 Plenary and is provided to the Working Group meeting in Shenzhen for information so that the TR36.912 is technically and editorially complete leaving Shenzhen.

16.8 Conclusions of the Self-Evaluation

Under the IMT-Advanced process, as provided in [x], Step 6 is a decision step taking into account consideration of the evaluation results and is an assessment of the proposal as to whether it meets a version of the minimum technical requirements and evaluation criteria of the IMT‑Advanced currently in force.  The 3GPP self-evaluation concludes that the LTE Release 10 & beyond (LTE-Advanced)  SRIT and the individual FDD RIT and TDD RIT components completely satisfy the criteria of Step 6 and should move forward to Step 7 of the process. 

Under the IMT-Advanced process, as provided in [x], Step 7 is a decision step taking into account consideration of the evaluation results.  In Step 7 an RIT or SRIT will be accepted for inclusion in the standardization phase described in Step 8 of the process if it is determined that the RIT or SRIT meets the requirements for at least three of the four the required test environments.   The 3GPP self-evaluation concludes that the LTE Release 10 & beyond (LTE-Advanced) SRIT and the individual FDD RIT and TDD RIT components completely satisfy the criteria of Step 7 and should move forward to Step 8 of the process.  In particular, the SRIT and the individual FDD RIT and TDD RIT components meets all the requirements in all four of the four defined test environments.

Consequently, the 3GPP LTE Release 10 & beyond (LTE-Advanced) technology should be included in the ITU-R IMT-Advanced terrestrial component radio interface Recommendation(s). 
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
