1. Overall Description:

RAN WG1 has agreed to the necessity for supporting a “Single Antenna Port Mode”, and that most recently, RAN1#58 agreed to the following conclusion regarding the support of a “Single Antenna Port Mode” in LTE-Advanced as a default uplink transmission mode 

Conclusion:

· UL Single Antenna Port Mode is defined for the UEs with multiple transmit antennas.

· UL Single Antenna Port Mode is the default operation mode before eNodeB is aware of the UE transmit antenna configuration

RAN1 understands that further to the above RAN1 conclusions, RAN WG2#68 discussed the benefits of Network Configuration of the number of UE Antenna Ports for LTE-A UL [1]. 

This RAN1 meeting discussed this topic [2] further to the RAN2#68 discussions, and RAN1 concluded that the network should be able to configure the number of UL UE antenna ports used, that there are significant  benefits therein, and that this Network Configuration mode should be supported for configuring the UE Antenna Port mode 

RAN1 would like to kindly inform RAN2 of the above RAN1 conclusion, and kindly requests RAN2 to take this RAN1 conclusion into RAN2’s deliberations on signaling support for the Network Configuration of the LTE-A UL UE Antenna Port mode.

RAN1 will define further details of the Network Configuration mode in its future meetings and communicate these in a subsequent LS.
