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1 Introduction

Section 7.5.1 of [1] specifies that PUCCH resources shall be used for HARQ feedback transmissions:

For a PDSCH transmission indicated by the detection of a corresponding R-PDCCH, the relay node shall use PUCCH resources for transmission of HARQ-ACK, where the value of 
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 is configured by higher layers.

2 Discussion

It should not be mandated to transmit HARQ feedback on PUCCH. If HARQ feedback can be transmitted on PUSCH, the RN should do so.

3 Proposals
Due to the above mentioned reason we propose the following modification in Section 7.5.1 of [1]:
For a PDSCH transmission indicated by the detection of a corresponding R-PDCCH for which HARQ-ACK is transmitted on PUCCH, the relay node shall use PUCCH resources 
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 which are configured by higher layers.
