UE transmit antenna selection is configured by higher layers via parameters ue-TransmitAntennaSelection and ue-TransmitAntennaSelection-r10.
The UE shall consider UE transmit antenna selection disabled, irrespective of the setting of parameters ue­TransmitAntennaSelection and ue­TransmitAntennaSelection-r10, if uplink transmission mode 2 is configured or if any of the following parameters are received from higher layers [for any of the serving cells]: 
· srs-AntennaPort-r10
· srs-AntennaPortAp-r10
· sr-PUCCH-ResourceIndexP1-r10
· simultaneousPUCCH-PUSCH-r10
· n3PUCCH-AN-ListP1-r10

If UE transmit antenna selection is disabled or not supported by the UE, the UE shall transmit from UE port 0.
