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1. Overall Description:

RAN1 would like to thank RAN2 for their LS regarding RACH procedure on Scell. In the LS, RAN2 asked RAN1 whether it would be possible to support the following with reasonable complexity: 
· Monitoring the common search space of an SCell (assumed defined) for Msg2 during the RA procedure with respect to the number of blind decodes.
RAN1 would like to inform RAN2 that RAN1 discussed this issue, and concluded that if Scell common search space monitoring is enabled for a UE, it would increase the number of blind decodes by 12 leading to additional UE implementation complexity. In addition, current RAN1 specifications assume a single common search space in various sections and hence there will be non-trivial RAN1 specification impact if such a feature is introduced. Therefore, RAN1 would prefer not to enable Scell common search space monitoring for the UE for the support of multiple timing advances.
