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1 Introduction
In TR 36.819 [1] the RRM Measurement Set is defined as: 

“RRM Measurement Set: The set of cells for which the RRM measurements are performed (already in Rel-8). Additional RRM measurement methods can be considered e.g. in order to separate different points belonging to the same logical cell entity or in order to select the CoMP measurement set.”

This definition is unfortunate since is mixes the mobility measurements of Rel-8, with the CSI-RSRP (i.e., CSI-RSRP based received signal quality) measurements associated with configuration of the CoMP Measurement Set. 

Moreover, the in Rel-8 RRM measurement set is autonomously determined by the UE by means of blind detection of the presence of PSS/SSS, and is in principle a list of PCIs. On the contrary the set of transmission points to measure CSI-RSRP for has been agreed to be configured by the network, and moreover it is CSI-RS resources that are configured, and not PCIs.

Observations
· The current definition of RRM Measurement Set is confusing
· The definition mixes mobility measurements with the configuration of CSI-RS based received signal quality measurements

To reduce the confusion, in particular for other RAN groups not familiar with the current CoMP development in RAN1, we propose to completely remove the concept of the RRM Measurement Set from TR 36.819, and instead introduce a the new Extended CoMP Measurement Set which is the set of CSI-RS resources for which the UE shall feed back CSI-RSRP.
Proposals
· Remove the concept of the RRM Measurement Set from TR 36.819

· Introduce a definition of a Extended CoMP Measurement Set as

· “The set of transmission points (or more specifically, the set of CSI-RS resources) for which CSI-RS based received signal quality is measured and reported. These received signal qualities can be used to select the CoMP measurement set”
· Update TR 36.819 according to the text proposal in the Annex.
2 Conclusions

Herein we conclude that the concept of the RRM Measurement Set is confusing in the context of CoMP

Observations

· The current definition of RRM Measurement Set is confusing

· The definition mixes mobility measurements with the configuration of CSI-RS based received signal quality measurements

To alleviate the confusion, we propose to update TR 36.819

Proposals

· Remove the concept of the RRM Measurement Set from TR 36.819

· Introduce a definition of a Extended CoMP Measurement Set as

· “The set of transmission points (or more specifically, the set of CSI-RS resources) for which CSI-RS based received signal quality is measured and reported. These received signal qualities can be used to select the CoMP measurement set”
· Update TR 36.819 according to the text proposal in the Annex.

CoMP sets
· CoMP cooperating set

· Set of (geographically separated) points directly and/or indirectly participating in data transmission to a UE in a time-frequency resource. Note that this set may or may not be transparent to the UE. The CoMP cooperating set defines the coordination area in Annex A.

· Direct participation: point(s) actually transmitting data in the time-frequency resource

· Indirect participation: candidate point(s) for data transmission that do not transmit data but contribute in making decisions on the user scheduling/beamforming in the time-frequency resource.
· CoMP transmission point(s): point or set of points transmitting data to a UE

· CoMP transmission point(s) is (are) a subset of the CoMP cooperating set

· For JT, CoMP transmission points may include multiple points in the CoMP cooperating set at each subframe for a certain frequency resource.

· For CS/CB, DPS, SSPS, a single point in the CoMP cooperating set is the CoMP transmission point at each subframe for a certain frequency resource.
· For SSPS, this CoMP transmission point can change semi-statically within the CoMP cooperating set. 

· CoMP measurement set: set of points about which channel state/statistical information related to their link to the UE is measured and/or reported as discussed in clause 5.2.2
· The UE reports may down-select points for which actual feedback information is transmitted
· How to measure interference needs to be considered. 
· Extended CoMP Measurement Set: The set of transmission points (or more specifically, the set of CSI-RS resources) for which CSI-RS based received signal quality is measured and reported. These received signal qualities can be used to select the CoMP measurement set. 

· Other measurements, such as mobility measurements, can also be used to configure the CoMP Measurement Set.
