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1. Overall Description:

RAN WG1 has discussed Further Enhancements for Cell_FACH and would like to inform RAN2 and RAN4 about some decisions made about some of the sub-features that RAN1 had been tasked to evaluate in an LS [1].
TTI Alignment

RAN1 agrees to support the introduction of TTI alignment and recommends the introduction of per-HARQ process grant sub-features in Rel-11.

Standalone HS-DPCCH
The following agreements have been made in RAN1 regarding the standalone HS-DPCCH sub-feature

· There are no preamble signatures indicated in the HS-SCCH order

· The reservation of signatures for downlink triggered HS-DPCCH transmission is under network control 

· The HS-SCCH order does not contain information about the common E-DCH resource 

· For downlink triggered HS-DPCCH transmissions, collision resolution is performed as per Rel-8 specifications with the exception that the UE can start transmission of HS-DPCCH along with the first E-DCH transmission (the TTI in which the SI with E-RNTI is initially transmitted).  
Common E-RGCH based Interference Control
RAN1 has agreed that Common E-RGCH channel based interference control is introduced in Release-11 as a solution for the “Signaling based interference control” sub-feature in Further Enhancements for Cell_FACH.
Additionally, the following agreements have also been made in RAN1 regarding this sub-feature:
· There is a configurable criterion (threshold, hysteresis, etc.) according to which a UE listens to the common E-RGCH. The specification of the details of the criterion and its parameters are left to RAN2 and RAN4. 
· The existing rules pertaining to the application of the E-RGCH from the non-serving cell in CELL_DCH are re-used for the application of common E-RGCH in CELL_FACH.

· The UE will not apply the common E-RGCH commands from neighbour cells if its serving grant is the level of a configured minimum serving grant.
· The UE shall monitor the common E-RGCH channel from a maximum of 3 neighbour cells

· The support of common E-RGCH by a neighbour cell is indicated by signalling to the UE. The details of the signalling (broadcast or dedicated) are left to RAN2.

The following is also agreed as a working assumption:
· The decision to monitor a neighbor cell’s common E-RGCH is performed once per CELL_FACH session. A session is defined as from the time the UE is allocated a common E-DCH resource to the time the UE releases this resource.
2. Actions:
To TSG RAN WG2 and TSG RAN WG4:
RAN WG1 kindly asks RAN WG2 and RAN WG4 to take the above information and agreements into account when specifying Further Enhancements to CELL_FACH.
