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1. Overall Description

RAN3 would like to thank RAN WG2 for their “LS on Network-Based Positioning” in R2-121029, where RAN WG3 is asked to review the technically endorsed attached CR and provide feedback.

2. Recommendation
RAN3 has reviewed the referenced CR and recommends the following modifications to the text in R2-121030:

In Section 4.3, insert a hyphen between the E and S in “ESMLC”.

In Section 4.3.X, remove the parenthetical in “LMU(s)”.

In Section 5.1, change “one or more LMUs” to “multiple LMUs”.

In Section 5.2.X, use the wording “serving eNB for the UE” rather than just “serving eNB”.

In Section 5.3.3, re-word the last new sentence added to the existing first paragraph and make it into a new paragraph as follows:

The E-SMLC will select a set of LMUs to be used for the UTDOA positioning. The E-SMLC interacts with the       selected LMUs to request timing measurements.”

In Section 5.3.4, remove the second sentence of the second new paragraph.

Change the second new section Section 6.X to 6.Y.

In Section 6.1.X SLm Interface, remove the second new paragraph.  Also, the text would be clearer if the first sentence is modified to state: “The SLm interface between the E-SMLC and an LMU is used for uplink positioning.” and the second sentence is removed. The third sentence should be kept.
In Section 6.X.1 Protocol Layering, remove the sentence “The LMU acts as the client and the E-SMLC as the server.”

In Section 6.X.1 Location Measuring Unit Protocol (LMUP), clarify the function “-request and delivery positioning measurements from the LMU to the E-SMLC” to “-request positioning measurements form the LMU and deliver positioning measurements to the E-SMLC”.

In Section 8.X.3.1, there is an “eNB Associated LMU” in the diagram. This term is not defined in the document.

In Section 8.X.3.1, remove the term “cooperating” from the box below step 3 in the figure.  Also, modify the wording in the Step 4 description to state that “The E-SMLC selects a set of LMUs to be used for the UTDOA positioning and sends…”.

3. Actions to RAN2
RAN3 would like to kindly request that RAN2 take the above recommendations into account in their future work.

RAN3 would also like to ask whether RAN2 has considered network-sharing in the development of the specification work on this work item, and if not, would like to request that RAN2 consider this in their ongoing work. 

4. Additional Information on the work in RAN3
RAN3 would also like to inform RAN2 that two new procedures were discussed—LMU Capability and LMU Availability.  To address the need for the E-SMLC to know the LMU Capability information, RAN3 will include a new SLm Setup Procedure in the new SLm specification.  This will be similar to the S1 Setup procedure, and will allow the LMU to indicate its capabilities to the E-SMLC upon initial connection, or subsequent connection following software and/or hardware updates.  To address the need of the E-SMLC to know LMU availability, RAN3 will define class 1 elementary procedures on the SLm interface to allow the LMU to acknowledge resource availability for a given positioning request from the E-SMLC.
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
