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1. Introduction
This document lists some of the open issues identified by the edition and on the reflector during the preparation of the CR to 36.211 for Rel-11 [1].

2. List of open issues

· Currently, Section 4.2 of 36.211 states “In case multiple cells are aggregated, the UE may assume that the guard period of the special subframe in the different cells have an overlap of at least 
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.”. It needs to be resolved how to handle the case of different uplink-downlink allocations (in case of inter-band aggregation). RAN1 specifications should be band-agnostic and some aspects might need to be captured in the RAN4 specifications.

· Details on RE mapping for EPDCCH are missing, including the antenna port(s) to use for each RE.
· Virtual cell IDs for EPDCCH – are the same values as for PDSCH used or not?
· Initialization of the scrambling sequence generator for EPDCCH.
· The general agreement of “multiplexing PDSCH and EPDCCH within the same RB pair is not permitted” needs to be refined. Two ways of capturing this agreement has been discussed, either from a UE perspective (“the UE is not expected to receive…”) or from a transmission perspective (“the EPDCCH and PDSCH shall not …”). The two differ in terms of PDSCH rate matching when there is a collision of a PUSCH-related EPDCCH and the PDSCH. The relations to CoMP may also need to be addressed as the EPDCCH and PDSCH may come from different cells. 
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
