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1. Overall Description:

RAN WG1 have investigated Rel-11 LTE capability, and the agreements are captured in the attached excel spreadsheet (R1-124592). Note that red color parts are updated parts from RP-121457 (R1-124062). About the need of FDD/TDD differentiation, RAN1's discussions considered technical differences of Rel-11 features that may result in different test cases for TDD and FDD. RAN1 inform RAN that following three alternatives are the latest status of RAN1 discussions after removal of other alternatives based on the highest number of objecting companies. All the removed alternatives are captured in RAN1 chairman’s note of RAN WG1 #70bis. Note that “FGI possibility” means that RAN1 recommends RAN to consider a FGI. Note that RAN1 cannot make a RAN WG recommendation for #7-0.
