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1. Overall Description:

RAN1 would like to thank RAN3 for LS R3-121453 on UL interference for CB ICIC.   UL co-channel interference mitigation was discussed in the Rel-10 eICIC WI.  RAN1 concluded in RAN1#61bis that UL co-channel interference caused by MUEs close to a pico cell could be managed by means of the Release 8/9 power control mechanism; frequency selective scheduling for subband interference avoidance at the pico cell may also be used. Such solutions would also be applicable to the scenario raised by RAN3, and they are considered good enough by RAN1 for the release 11 timeframe.  

RAN1 discussed all the solutions 1a, 1c, 1d, and 1e proposed by RAN3 for UL co-channel interference mitigation as potential solutions for improvement in a future release.   These solutions should be studied under a more general framework combined with additional coordination of scheduling decisions and radio resource management between macro and pico cells in order to achieve a real enhancement step for UL co-channel interference mitigation.  Dynamic coordination of scheduling decisions and radio resource management through the X2 interface could be part of a CoMP Enhancement work item in a for future release.   RAN1 believes that any RAN3 solution for UL interference mitigation for CB ICIC would be best studied together with CoMP enhancements in a future release.
