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1. Overall Description:

RAN2 would like to thank RAN1/4 for their LS on LTE Rel-11 UE capability list. RAN2 reviewed the capability signalling requirements for Rel-11 LTE UE features based on the input from RAN1/4. With respects to the features for which “mandatory with FGI possibility” is recommended, RAN2 agreed as follows:
· Instead of introducing FGI bits, capability bits are introduced to mandatory features for which successful inter-operability tests have to be confirmed.
With respects to mandatory without FGI and optional features, the same rule up to Rel-10 is applied. However, to clarify the meaning of capability bits depending on the mandatory/optional status, the followings are described in the specification of UE radio access capabilities (TS 36.306):
· Mandatory features without capability parameters that are the same for all UEs are not listed here.
· For mandatory features with the UE radio access capability parameter, the parameter indicates whether the feature has been successfully tested.

· For optional features, the UE radio access capability parameter indicates whether the feature has been implemented and successfully tested.

With respects to the features for which there is no consensus on mandatory/optional status and the need of FDD/TDD split, RAN2 agreed to specify capability bits allowing FDD/TDD split from ASN.1 point of view. This capability signalling will be updated according to the final decision.
Updated WG inputs related to Rel-11 LTE UE features are merged into the attached excel sheet. As can be seen in the excel sheet, there are the following leftover issues for which RAN2 could not come to a consensus for recommendation:

· Multiple-TA (CA enhancements): Whether it is mandated for inter-band UL CA band combinations.

· PDCP SN extension (CA enhancements): Whether it is conditionally mandated for category 6 – 8 UEs.

· Enhancements towards RLF report: Whether it is mandated for all UEs (in accordance with the RLF report in Rel-10).

· Accessibility measurements (eMDT): Mandatory or optional

Therefore, RAN2 respectfully asks RAN to discuss these leftover issues at RAN#58.
