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1. Overall Description:

RAN1 would like to thank SA2 for the LS on Public Safety UE-Network Relays in S2-133808 (R1-134796).

It is RAN1’s understanding that SA2 is interested in receiving feedback on the feasibility of the assumptions in the first 3 bullets of Section 6.3.9.2.2 from S2-133638. Further, it is RAN1’s understanding that these requirements don’t necessarily need to be met by a single ‘beacon signal’, but possibly by a combination of signals and protocols being studied in RAN WGs.

RAN1 is currently  studying  the PC5 interface including mechanisms for two ProSe UEs to communicate via a physical layer broadcast mechanism. 
Although the exact mechanisms are not agreed yet, the mechanisms can possibly be used for providing:

1. a mechanism for User-UEs to detect presence of PS UE-Network Relay Node

2. a mechanism for User-UEs to synchronize to PS UE-Network Relay Node

3. a mechanism for PS UE-Network Relay Node to identify itself as a relay node with connectivity to the network 

4. a mechanism for PS UE-Network Relay Node to broadcast an identity 
These mechanisms may include physical signals as well as upper layer protocols designed by RAN WGs. In principle, the identity for the PS UE-Network Relay node is not necessarily related to ECGI (e.g. PLMN-ID plus Cell ID) from RAN1’s perspective.
