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	Reason for change:
	When the UE is configured in Multiflow mode, the DRX and DTX operation is allowed in the intra-NodeB multiflow. In TS 25.308 it is specified that for the intra-NodeB Multiflow operation, the DTX/DRX status can be activated / deactivated with the HS-SCCH orders. However, in TS 25.214 it is specified that the NodeB is only allowed to activate and deactivate the DRX / DTX operation through HS-SCCH order when the UE is not configured in Multiflow mode. Consequently the NodeB is not able to (de)activate the DRX and DTX operation for the UE that is configured in Multiflow mode. In fact, the mechanism of using the HS-SCCH order to (de)activate the DTX and DRX in intra-NodeB multiflow is similar to that in DC-HSDPA. No additional change is required to enable the (de)activation of DRX and DTX through the HS-SCCH order in intra-NodeB multiflow. So we propose to correct the statement in TS 25.214 to be aligned with TS 25.308.

	
	

	Summary of change:
	In section 6C.4 it is specified that when the UE is not configured in Multiflow mode or when the UE is configured in Multiflow mode with intra-NodeB operation, the NodeB may activate and deactivate the DRX and DTX operation through HS-SCCH order.
Impact analysis
Impacted functionality:
The change only impacts the corrected functionality.

Inter-operability:
If the network implements this CR but the UE does not, the UE will NACK the HS-SCCH order to (de)activate the DRX and DTX operation when the UE is configured in Multiflow mode with intra-NodeB operation. The NodeB would terminate the (de)activation procedure after one or more attempts which depends on NodeB implementation. So the NodeB cannot (de)activate the DRX / DTX operation through HS-SCCH order for the UE configured in Multiflow mode with intra-NodeB operation.

If the UE implements this CR but the network does not, the network will not send HS-SCCH order to (de)activate the DRX and DTX operation when the UE is configured in Multiflow mode. So the UE configured in Multiflow mode with intra-NodeB operation cannot be (de)activated through HS-SCCH order.

	The DRX and DTX operation cannot be (de)activated through HS-SCCH order when the UE is configured in Multiflow mode with intra-NodeB operation.

Discontinuous transmission and reception procedures

Whether discontinuous uplink DPCCH transmission operation or discontinuous downlink reception operation are applied is determined by the settings of UL_DTX_Active and DL_DRX_Active as follows:

HS-SCCH orders

When the UE is not configured in Multiflow mode or when the UE is configured in Multiflow mode with intra-NodeB operation, the Node B may activate and deactivate the discontinuous downlink reception operation and discontinuous uplink DPCCH transmission operation through physical layer commands transmitted on one of the HS-SCCH in the HS-SCCH set as specified in [2] and in subclause 6A.1.1.

· The activation and deactivation of the discontinuous uplink DPCCH transmission operation is applied by the UE at the earliest E-DCH TTI boundary coinciding with or following the beginning of the HS-DPCCH subframe containing the HARQ-ACK corresponding to the order.

· The activation and deactivation of the discontinuous downlink reception operation is applied by the UE 12 slots after the ending of the HS-SCCH subframe delivering the order.

· The activation and deactivation shall affect all frequencies configured to the UE.
